1) Cervical (C1-C7)
(a) Atlas (C1) with superior articular surfaces
(b) Axis (C2) with odontoid process
(c) C3-C7
- Note that C7 has a spinous process that is easily felt at the base of your own neck.

(d) Note:  all cervical vertebrae have transverse foramina

6) Superior articular process
7) Inferior articular process

1) Sternum

2) Ribs (12 pairs)
(a) Ribs 1-7 are true ribs
(b) Ribs 8-10 are false ribs
(c) Ribs 11 and 12, which are also false ribs, are floating ribs
